* Students who plan to attend a four-year college/university are encouraged to take four courses.

Minimum two years of a WL is recommended for students planning to attend a four
year college.

Promotion Policy Guidelines

Minimum credit attainment:

9th Grade — 6 credits

10th Grade — 12 credits
11th Grade — 17 credits
12th Grade — 24 credits

A student is eligible for graduation at the end of his/her twelfth-grade school
year when all graduation requirements are fully completed, including the Career
Portfolio and Keystone Pathways.
